   Prints must be mounted on a backing, but not matted or framed  
 

  Prints must be 4x6, 5x7 or 8x10 either black & white or color. 
 

  Please attach registration form to the back of your photo.  You may title the work on the front but 
             no other identifying information may appear on the front. 
 

  Digital images may be submitted in all categories but editing should be limited to color 
             correction and some sharpness adjustments with the exception of category (g) Digital Creativity.  
 

  All work must be picked up between May 22 and May 31. Any unclaimed work will be 
           disposed of after that time unless other arrangements have been made.
